
Veterans Treatment Court (VTC) is a 
specialized court that u�lizes a team 
approach to address the needs of 
veterans who find themselves involved 
in the criminal jus�ce system.

VTC is open to defendants who have 
served or are currently serving in the 
military and whose criminal ac�vity is 
related to their military service. 

The goals and objec�ves of the Guadalupe 
County Veterans Treatment Court are to 
achieve posi�ve veteran behavior by 
providing an intensive set of support refer-
ral services, including the following:

• Substance abuse referral services
• Mental health referral services
• Academic and/or voca�onal skills   
 improvement referral services
• Residen�al/housing referral assistance
• Outpa�ent and/or transi�on support
• Job placement and job reten�on referral  
 services

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VTC par�cipants need to appear before the Judge 
once a month. 

Prior to each hearing, a report of each par�cipant’s 
progress is prepared and discussed with the VTC 
Court Team. 

The Judge and treatment team are no�fied of 
par�cipant’s requirements, including posi�ve and 
nega�ve drug and alcohol test results and a�en-
dance at counseling and educa�on classes.

If required, the Judge can order increased frequency 
of drug and/or alcohol tes�ng and/or increased 
par�cipa�on in assigned treatment programs. 

Failure to comply with program requirements may 
result in the Judge ordering jail �me, addi�onal 
community service hours, or other sanc�ons, 
including removal from the program and remanding 
back to the criminal court for non-compliance with 
VTC program requirements.

The Guadalupe County Veterans Treatment 
Court program is a five-phase program that 
requires par�cipa�on for a minimum of 14 
months and a maximum of 24 months, as set by 
the Court.

1. You must be a resident of Guadalupe County 
or residing in a con�guous county at the �me 
you enter the program.

2. The County A�orney’s office will review your 
misdemeanor criminal case to determine if 
you qualify 

3. If your legal case is approved by the County 
A�orney, you will begin the applica�on 
process which includes a substance abuse 
and mental health assessment to determine 
if this Court is appropriate and will meet your 
individual needs.

4. The final eligibility decision lies with the VTC. 
Should you choose to par�cipate in the VTC 
program, specific fees will apply. 

Admission to  Guadalupe County Veterans Treatment 
Court (VTC) is not guaranteed.

Successfully comple�ng the VTC treatment 
program can lead to no jail �me and poten�al 
removal of the specific misdemeanor charge from 
your record.
